ANNEXURE-1:

1. Rustproof & theft proof Asbestos Cement Road Reflector and Asbestos Cement Reflective Sign Board: The item is recommended and allotted to HW directorate for further processing.

2. Ceramic Wall and Floor Tiles: The item is mainly required by CPWD and MES etc. and they place a turnkey project on the contractor. Therefore mainly the item is bought by the contractor and not CPWD/MES. Therefore, it was decided not to bring the item on R/C at this stage. However, the firm was asked to get the recommendations from the user Departments for bringing the item on R/C.

3. 3-in-1 Toilet Block made out of FRP: This item is required generally by Defence and DGQA to finalize the specification for this item. It was decided not to bring the item on R/C.

4. PVC Windows, Doors, Partition Walls & False Ceiling: The item is mainly required by CPWD and MES etc. and they place a turnkey project on the contractor. Therefore mainly the item is bought by the contractor and not CPWD/MES. Therefore, it was decided not to bring the item on R/C at this stage. However, the firm was asked to furnish the details of the orders received by them and also to get the recommendations of the user Departments for bringing the item on R/C.

5. Fat Pipe: It is a patented product having single supplier and it was decided not to bring the item on R/C.

6. Automatic Dish Washer: This item is not required generally by the Central Government Departments and therefore it was decided not to bring the item on R/C.

7. Educational Computer (Kompkin): The item is recommended and allotted to IT directorate for further processing.

8. Automated External Defibrillators: The item is recommended and allotted to DS&D, Chennai for further processing.

9. HP Carepacks for Printers: It is a single vendor item having no generalized specifications. It was decided not to bring the item on R/C.

10. Borosil Glassware: It is a single vendor item and is mainly required by R&D labs, Health and educational institutions, which may not like to use the item on R/C. It was decided not to bring the item on R/C.
